1. Get Van Certified: Call (847) 491-3253 to schedule a time to take the class and test. It is available Monday-Friday at 9:00 AM, 11:00 AM, 1:00 PM and 3:00 PM It involves 1-1.5 hours. 2. Reserve a Northwestern Vehicle: You can complete the reservation online! Go to http://www.northwestern.edu/uservices/transportation/motorpool/reservation.html and click online reservation. Fill in the date, vehicle type and a few other things to make a reservation. You must have someone who is van certified (see above) to make a reservation.

3. Reserve a Room in Norris: Make an account with Norris’s Event Management System (http://www.norrisreservations.northwestern.edu/VirtualEMS/). Select My Account  ( create and account. After you have made an account, you can use this system to request room reservations in Norris. Note: This system does not reserve the room when you request it. You will get an email later confirming your space when the Events Management Office has reviewed your request. So, PLAN AHEAD! You can also contact event planning M-F 8:30am to 5pm at (847) 491-2330 or visit their office on the third floor of Norris.
